1 Centre West

The centre of Amsterdam dates from the Middle
Ages, and so here are the roots of the city. You
will find much of the earliest history here. The
charming thing about this medieval heart is its
remarkable state of preservation. This district
has the air of a living museum.

In the western part You will find the Chinese
neighbourhood, the Red light District (the first
canals of Amsterdam/ 13th century) and the
Dam.

With Dam, Royal Palace, Kalverstraat,
Begijnhof, Spui, Red Light district, Oude Kerk
(Old Church), Nieuwe Kerk (New Church),
Oudemanhuispoort, Amsterdam Historical
Museum, Amstelkring Museum.

2 Centre East

The centre of Amsterdam dates from the Middle
Ages, and you will find much of the very earliest
history here. The charming thing about this
medieval heart is its remarkable state of
preservation. This district has the air of a living
museum.

In the eastern part you will find NEMO, VOC-
ship, Zeedijk, Nieuwmarkt, Waterlooplein,
Townhall, Music Theatre, Jewish Historical
Museum.

Canal Belt and Jordaan

In the Golden Age the city needed to expand and the canals were built for the wealthy bourgeoisie and nobility.
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The finest authentic Amsterdam canal houses are still there to be admired.

The Jordaan was built in the same time as the canals (17th century), but was meant for the workers. The canals
were smaller, so where the houses, the streets more narrow. It stayed a popular working class quarter for a very
long time, but now it is a trendy neighbourhood that managed to retain its unique and cozy atmosphere.

The canals and the Jordan are divided in Area 3, Area 4 and Area 5)

The Eastern Isles: Kattenburg, Wittenburg and museums
Oostenburg were, from the 177 until the

beginning of the 20" century, the vivid site of

the many shipyards and VOC (Dutch East India

Company) . They were constructed in the 1650s

to handle rapidly expanding seaborne trade.

With the Maritime Museum, an authentic

shipyard, a mill and many restored warehouses
(Entrepotdok).

9 Eastern Docklands

The islands in the Eastern Docklands are
artificial islands that have now been graced with
modern buildings such as the Muziekgebouw
aan het 1J.

This area was laid out in the end of the 19the
century because the construction of the Central = hoderne architectuur
Station made it impossible for the larger ships
to reach the IJ. From here ships sailed to the
Indies.

Once a shipyard and warehouse district, it was a
desolate area between 1950-1990. Recently,
town planners turned it in a residential and
business quarter between 1990 and 2005. The
place to be for admirers of modern architecture!

10 Haarlemmer neigbourhood, Western Isles and Westerpark
The Haarlemmer neigbourhood used to have historie
